Developed/Developing Countries Research Paper

As part of our studies on developed and developing countries and international trade, you will be taking a look at two (2) different countries. 

1. You will begin by choosing your countries from the list that is passed around. 

2. Next you should start searching for the information required on each country. A questionnaire will be given to you to provide guide through this step. This will be turned in with your final product. 

3. You MUST include the resources and sources cited. If you quote, these citations MUST be IN the paper itself, either with a footnote
 or within the document itself (Beale, Ann). Both ways also require a works cited page!
4. After your initial research is complete, you will start writing your rough draft. This rough draft should include the following:

· Introduction—introduce the countries and concepts you will be covering.

· Summary of information gathered thus far

· Brief Comparison of the two countries
· Works Cited

Final Draft Must Include:

· Introduction: introducing the countries and concepts you will be covering. What countries did you choose, and why? What were the main topics you decided to look at, and why? DO NOT SAY: ‘I will be telling you about’ or ‘In this paper you will read about’. WRITE what you want me to READ.

· Brief description and summary of the facts you have learned about each country separately. This is where you tell me about the information you learned about each country. 

·  A comparison of the two countries you chose. Elaborate on how they are similar and how they differ—use the information you learned in Chapter 23 to help guide you. You should be looking at what makes these two countries similar, and what makes them different—do they both have high standards of living? If so, why? Does one have high and one have low? If so, why do you think that is?
· Conclusion: summarize what you have discussed throughout your paper. Do you have any thoughts about the future of the countries? And suggestions for them?

· Works cited page

Your final draft should be typed, double-spaced, in font no larger than 12 and should be at least 3 pages. Please make sure to check for spelling and grammar errors. 

It MUST be in your own words. You will receive a zero if you plagiarize, as that is cheating.
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
